Abstract:  The well-known characteristics of wearable computers are “always on” and
“hands free,” which are suitable as an automatic recording system of events and experiences
and a scll expression supporting system through non-verbal languages. Those systems are
plausible for the use of infants and children at keeping a watch on, recording episodes, educating
sentiment, and providing sclf expressive tools. We have prototyped a sensor-equipped doll as
a scmi-wearable device for children, which is oriented toward a part of the life-time wearable
system.
